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AN ACT with regard to vehicles.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Illinois Vehicle Code is anended by

changi ng Section 3-604 as foll ows:

Sec. 3-604. Expiration of special plates. Every speci al
pl ate i ssued, except those issued for dealers, manufacturers
and transporters wunder Section 3-602 and persons wth
di sabilities under Sections 3-609 or 3-616, or deaf or hard
of hearing persons under Section 3-616 of this Code, may be
i ssued for a 2 year period beginning January 1st of each
odd- nunbered vyear and endi ng Decenber 31st of the subsequent
even- nunbered year. The special plates issued to a person
with disabilities or a person who is deaf or hard of hearing
shall expire according to the nulti-year procedure as
establi shed by Section 3-414 of this Code.

Special plates issued to nenbers of the General Assenbly
under Section 3-606 shall expire at m dnight on the 31st day

of January in odd-nunbered years.
