Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Election Code is anended by changing

Section 4-6 as foll ows:

(10 ILCS 5/4-6) (fromCh. 46, par. 4-6)

Sec. 4-6. For the purpose of registering voters under
this Article in addition to the nmethod provided for precinct
regi stration under Section 4-7, the office of the county
clerk shall be open every day, except Saturday, Sunday, and
| egal holidays, from9:00 aam to 5:00 p.m On Saturdays the
hours of registration shall be from9:00 a.m to 12: 00 noon,
and such additional hours as the county clerk may designate.
If, however, the county board otherw se duly regul ates and
fixes the hours of opening and closing of all county offices
at the county seat of any county, such regul ation shal
control and supersede the hours herein specified. There shal
be no registration at the office of the county clerk or at
the office of nunicipal and township or road district clerks
serving as deputy registrars during the 28 days precedi ng any
regul ar or special election at which the cards provided in
this Article are wused, or until the 2nd day foll ow ng such
regul ar or special election; provided, that if by reason of
the proximty of any such elections to one another the effect
of this provision would be to close registrations for all or
any part of the 10 days immediately prior to such 28 day
period, the county clerk shall accept, solely for use in the
subsequent and not in any intervening election, registrations
and transfers of registration within the period fromthe 28th
to the 38th days, both inclusive, prior to such subsequent

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Fegistratton-shall-be-pernttted-on-the-28th-day- precedi ng-the
el eett on- -+ n- Novenber - of - even- nunber ed- years-t n- any-€county-in
whi eh- sueh- day- -+ s- - not - - dest gnat ed- - as- - a- - day- - of - - pr ect net
Fegistratton. In any election called for the subm ssion of
the revision or alteration of, or the anmendnments to the
Constitution, submtted by a Constitutional Convention, the
final day for registration at the office of the election
authority charged with the printing of the ballot of this
el ection shall be the 15th day prior to the date of el ection.

Any qualified person residing wwthin the county or any
portion thereof subject to this Article may register or
re-register with the county clerk.

Each county clerk shall appoint one or nore registration
or re-registration teans for the purpose of accepting the
registration or re-registration of any voter who files an
affidavit that he 1is physically wunable to appear at any
appoi nted place of registration or re-registration. Each team
shal | consi st of one nenber of each political party having
t he hi ghest and second hi ghest nunber of registered voters in
the county. The county clerk shall designhate a teamto visit
each di sabl ed person and shall accept the registration or
re-registration of each such person as if he had applied for
registration or re-registration at the office of the county
cl erk.

As used in this Article, "deputy registrars" and
"registration officers" nmean any person authorized to accept
registrations of electors under this Article.
