(a) It is unlawful for any person to willfully cause or
permt the Ilife or health of a child under the age of 18 to
be endangered or to willfully cause or permt a child to be
placed in circunstances that endanger the child' s life or
heal t h.

(a-5) A person commits the offense of endangering the

life or health of a child if he or she |leaves a child

unattended in a notor vehicle. For purposes of this

subsecti on:

(1) There is a rebuttable presunption that a person

commtted the offense if he or left a child unattended in

a notor vehicle for nore than 10 m nutes.

(2) "Unattended" neans either: (i) not acconpani ed

by a person 14 vears of age or older; or (ii) if
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acconpanied by a person 14 vears of age or older, out of

sight of that person

(b) A wviolation of this Section IS a Cl ass A
m sdeneanor . A second or subsequent violation of this
Section is a Class 3 felony. A violation of this Section
that is a proxi mte cause of the death of the child is a
Class 3 felony for which a person, if sentenced to a term of
i nprisonnment, shall be sentenced to a termof not |ess than 2
years and not nore than 10 years.
