Sec. 27-24. 9. Parent-di rect ed or quar di an-di rect ed

dri ver educati on.

(a) A parent or legal quardian may teach his or her

child's driver education course if the parent or quardi an:

(1) is alicensed driver;

(2) has not had his or her driver's license

suspended within the past 5 years;

(3) has never been convicted of driving under the

influence of alcohol, drugs, or intoxicating conpounds,

|l eaving the scene of an accident involving personal

infjury or death, or reckless honicide and has never

received a statutory summary suspension of his or her

driver's license; and
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(4) uses a parent-directed or gquardi an-directed

driver education course that has been approved by the

State Board of Education in accordance with this Section.

(b) Conpletion of a parent-directed or quardi an-directed

driver education course approved under this Section is

equi val ent to conpletion of a school -based driver education

course approved by the State Board. A student participating

in a parent-directed or guardian-directed driver education

course approved by the State Board nust neet the acadeni ¢ and

age requirenents for participating in driver educati on under

Section 27-24.2 of this Code. The provider of an approved

parent-directed or quardi an-directed driver education course

must, upon request, supply parents and quardians wth the

forme required to obtain an instruction permt under the

Il1inois Vehicle Code.

(c) A parent or guardian electing to teach his or her

child's driver education course nust maintain adequate

records to denpnstrate that the approved parent-directed or

quardi an-directed driver education course was conpl eted and

must provide those records to the person or conpany providing

the course. The parent or guardian nust supply all original

tests from each |esson, origi nal driver final eval uation

sheets fromeach lesson, and all original driving logs from

each lesson to the person or conpany providing the course.

The parent or quardi an nust denonstrate proof of insurance to

t he person or conpany providing the course.

(d) A student participating in a parent-directed or

quardi an-directed driver educati on course nust spend at | east

30 hours in classroominstruction and 50 hours in practice

driving instruction, including at |least 10 hours of nighttine

(e) The State Board may not approve a parent-directed or

quardi an-directed driver education course unless the State

Board deternines that the curriculumis at |east equal to
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that required in a school-based driver education course

approved by the State Board. The State Board, however, nay

not require that the classroominstruction be provided in a

room having particular characteristics or equipnent or that

the notor vehicle used for the practice driving instruction

have equi pnent other than the equi pnment required by | aw for

operati on on a hi ghway.

(f) Before the State Board nay approve a parent-directed

or quardi an-directed driver educati on course, the person or

conpany offering the course nust reqister with the Secretary

of State to do business in Illlinois and must have

professional liability insurance in the anpunt of no | ess

t han $1, 000, 000, covering the course naterials and person or

conpany being consi dered and extendi ng coverage to a student

and his or her parent or quardian during practice driving

instruction. The insurance policy nust include the State of

Illinois as an additi onal insured.

(g) The Secretary of State shall supply to providers

with approved parent-directed or gquardian-directed driver

educati on courses applications and other nmaterials necessary

for obtaining an instruction permt wunder the |Illinois

Vehicle Code, upon the provider's request. The provi der of

the course nmust nmintain adequate records and, upon request

by the State Board or the Secretary of State, provide

docunentation verifying conpliance with this Section and its

i npl enenting rul es.

(h) The State Board, upon application acconpani ed by a

$500 fee, which shall be deposited in the Driver Education

Fund in the State treasury, is authorized to approve a

parent-directed or guardi an-directed driver education course

if the course includes | essons teaching students the dangers

of drinking and driving and provides step-wise, systenntic,

and pr ogr essi ve levels of instruction with concurrent

classroom and driving instruction that neets all ot her
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requi renents of this Section. The course nust have concurrent

classroom and driving instruction, beconing nore conplex as

the student's skill |levels and know edge i ncrease and novi ng

from sinple driving decisions to nore conplex dri ving

decisions as the student masters skill levels. The course

must follow the foll owi ng sequence:

(1) Students nust be taught basic State |aws and

rules regarding driving and the nechani cal operation of a

nmotor vehicle. Students shall fulfill all requirenents

to receive their instruction permts under the |1llinois

Vehi cl e Code.

(2) Students nust receive off-street instruction,

graduating to driving on lowvolune, 2-lane roads at a

maxi num speed of 30 niles per hour. Students must be

taught basic driving rules and howto identify possible

driving hazards.

(3) Students nust qgraduate to driving on avenues

and boul evards at a naxi num speed of 35 niles per hour.

Students nust be taught car control, |ane positions, and

to focus on keeping the proper spacing around the nptor

vehi cl e.

(4) Students nust continue to practice and i nprove

their driving skills on avenues and boul evards. Students

must qraduate to driving on 4-lane roads with maxi num

speed linmts of 45 nmles per hour, while continuing to

focus on proper | ane positioning and | ane use as well as

vehi cl e spaci nqg.

(5) Students nust focus on the inportance of

driving at safe speeds under all conditions. Students

must be instructed on howto deal wth energency road

situations. Students nust be permtted to drive in

downtown traffic, on roads with a 45 nile per hour speed

limt, and learn how to properly park their notor

vehi cl es.
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(6) Students nust learn how to handle driving

energencies, learning collision avoidance techniques to

be better prepared for the unexpected. Students mnust

graduate to driving on the freeway.

(7) Students nust focus on thinking and behavior

while driving. Students nust |earn about autonobile

i nsur ance, pr ot ecting t hensel ves and their not or

vehicles, and security neasures that can be taken.

Students nust receive a final evaluation that includes

freeway driving, city driving, rural driving, driving on

busy 4-lane roads, and reversing, as applicable to the

student's environnent. Upon passing the final eval uation,

the student shall qualify for certification of conpletion

of the course.

(i) The provider of an approved parent-directed or

quardi an-directed driver educati on cour se must of fer

t echni cal support during business hours Mnday through

Friday. The curriculum nust provide a m dcourse check point.

At this point, all driving |ogs and classroom work nust be

reviewed by technical support to deternm ne whether a parent

or quardian is properly teaching the course. At t he

conclusion of the course, the provider nust certify to the

State Board whether the course has been successfully

conpleted, including the total hours the student spent on the

course, as evidenced by the records and affidavits subnmtted

by the parent or quardi an. Upon notification that the

student has successfully conpleted the <course, the State

Board shall forward to the provider the State certification

of conpletion of an approved driver education course. The

provider shall forward the certification to the parent or

(j]) The State Board nmy adopt any rules necessary to

i mpl enent this Section and shall make a listing of approved

parent-directed or quardi an-directed driver education courses
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available on its Internet web site.

(k) Nothing in this Section or Section 27-24.10 shall be

construed to allow a school to subcontract for driver

educati on.

Conmpl i ance; change in curriculum A

person or conpany providing an approved parent-directed or

quardi an-directed driver education course shall comply wth

al | provi sions of Sections 27-24.9 through 27-24.11 of this

Code and any rules adopted under those Sections. Any

pr oposed change in an approved curriculumshall be subnitted

to the State Board for approval before the <change is

i mpl enented. The State Board nust term nate the approval of

any parent-directed or guardian-directed driver education

course that is not in conpliance with this Section or its

i npl enenting rul es.

Sec. 27-24.11. Penalty. A person is quilty of a Class C

m sdeneanor if he or she knowi ngly does any of the foll ow ng:

(1) Ofers or provides to parents and quardians a

parent-directed or quardian-directed driver education

course that has not been approved by the State Board.

(2) Provides false information to the State Board

in an application for approval of a parent-directed or

quardi an-directed driver education course.

(3) Falsely certifies t hat a st udent has

successfully conpl et ed a parent -di rect ed or

quardi an-directed driver educati on course.

(4) Possesses a certificate of conpletion of a

parent-directed or quardian-directed driver education

course that he or she is not authorized to possess.

(5) Transfers a certificate of conpletion of a
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parent-directed or quardian-directed driver education

course to a person who is not authorized to possess the

certificate."; and
