The bill requires a mandatory court
appearance for failing to change |anes when approaching a
stationary energency vehicle with flashing lights. It also
all ows union representatives to use energency oscillating
lights on their notor vehicle within the limts of a
construction project and when parked al ongsi de any roadway.

| have received several bills this year expanding the
types of vehicles allowed to have oscillating energency
l'ights. W nust take care to |imt the expansion of
energency |ight usage by non-energency entities. In granting
uni on representatives t he authority to wuse energency
oscillating lights on their vehicles when parked al ongside
any roadway, the bill noves outside the specific objective of
increasing safety wthin construction and mai nt enance zones.
| believe that wuse of the oscillating lights by union
representatives should be limted to construction zones.

For these reasons, | hereby return Senate Bill 1657 with
the foll owm ng recommendati ons for change:

On page 8, by replacing lines 7 and 8 with "within the
limts of a construction project."; and
