Sec. 13B-40. Gievance procedure. Any person aggrieved
by a decision regarding the failure of an em ssions test or
the denial of a waiver may file a petition wth the Agency
within 30 days after the decision was nmade, and the Agency
shal | thereupon investigate the matter. Wthin 45 days after
the +tts receipt of the petition, the Agency shall submt to
the petitioner and any affected inspector or station its
witten determnation of the correctness or incorrectness of
t he decision conplained of. The witten determ nation shal
include a statenment of the facts relied upon and the |egal
and technical issues decided by the Agency in making its
determ nation, and may also include an order directing the
i nspector (i) to issue an em ssion inspection certificate for
the vehicle effective on such date as the Agency may specify,
(ii) to reinspect the vehicle, (iii) to apply the standards
that the Agency has determ ned to be applicable, or (iv) to
take any other action that the Agency deens to be
appropriate. In conducting the investigation, the Agency may
require the petitioner to present the vehicle for inspection
by the Agency or its designated agent. The witten
determnation of the Agency shall be subject to reviewin
circuit court in accordance wth the provisions of the
Adm nistrative Review Law, except that no challenge to the
validity of a rule adopted by the Board under subsection (a)

of Section 13B-20 shall be heard by the circuit court if the
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1 chal | enge coul d have been raised in a tinely petition for
2 revi ew under Section 13B-20.
