AMENDMENT NO. . Anend Senate Bill 2241 by replacing

everything after the enacting clause with the foll ow ng:

"Section 5. The Hospital District Lawis anmended by

changi ng Sections 15 and 21.2 as foll ows:

(70 I1LCS 910/15) (from Ch. 23, par. 1265)
Sec. 15. A Hospital District shal | constitute a

muni ci pal corporation and body politic separate and apart

fromany other nmunicipality, the State of Illinois or any
other public or governnental agency and shall have and
exercise the foll ow ng governnental powers, and all other
powers incidental, necessary, convenient, or desirable to

carry out and effectuate such express powers.

1. To establish and naintain a hospital and hospital
facilities within or outside its corporate |limts, and to
construct, acquire, devel op, expand, extend and inprove any
such hospital or hospital facility. |If a Hospital D strict
utilizes its authority to levy a tax pursuant to Section 20
of this Act for the purpose of establishing and maintaining
hospitals or hospital facilities, such D strict shall be
prohibited from establishing and naintaining hospitals or

hospital facilities |ocated outside of its district unless so
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aut hori zed by referendum To approve the provision of any
service and to approve any contract or other arrangenment not
prohibited by a hospital licensed under t he Hospi t al
Li censing Act, incorporated under the General Not-For-Profit
Cor poration Act, and exenpt fromtaxation under paragraph (3)
of subsection (c) of Section 501 of +the Internal Revenue
Code.

2. To acquire land in fee sinple, rights in land and
easenents upon, over or across |land and |easehold interests
in land and tangi bl e and i ntangi bl e personal property used or
usef ul for t he | ocati on, establishment, maintenance,
devel opnent, expansion, extension or inprovenment of any such
hospital or hospital facility. Such acquisition may be by
dedi cation, purchase, gift, agreenent, |ease, use or adverse
possessi on or by condemmati on.

3. To operate, maintain and manage such hospital and
hospital facility, and to make and enter into contracts for
the use, operation or nmanagenent of and to provide rules and
regul ations for the operation, managenent or wuse of such
hospital or hospital facility.

Such contracts may include the |ease by the District of
all or any portion of its facilities to a not-for-profit
corporation organized by the District's board of directors.
The rent to be paid pursuant to any such | ease shall be in an
anount deened appropriate by the board of directors. Any of
the remaining assets which are not the subject of such a
| ease may be conveyed and transferred to the not-for-profit
corporation organized by the District's board of directors
provided that the not-for-profit corporation agrees to
di scharge or assume such debts, liabilities, and obligations
of the District as determned to be appropriate by the
District's board of directors.

4. To fix, charge and collect reasonable fees and

conpensation for the use or occupancy of such hospital or any
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part thereof, or any hospital facility, and for nursing care,
medi ci ne, attendance, or other services furnished by such
hospital or hospital facilities, according to the rules and
regul ations prescribed by the board fromtine to tine.

5. To borrow noney and to issue general obligation
bonds, revenue bonds, notes, certificates, or other evidences
of i ndebtedness for the purpose of acconplishing any of its
corporate purposes, subject to conpliance with any conditions
or limtations set forth in this Act or the Health Facilities
Pl anni ng Act or otherw se provided by the constitution of the

State of Illinois and to execute, deliver, and perform

nort gages and security agreenents to secure such borrow ng.

6. To enploy or enter into contracts for the enploynent
of any person, firm or corporation, and for professional
services, necessary or desirable for the acconplishment of
t he corporate objects of the D strict or the proper
adm ni stration, managenent, protection or control of its
property.

7. To maintain such hospital for the benefit of the
i nhabitants of the area conprising the District who are sick,
injured, or mai nmed regardl ess of race, creed, religion, sex,
national origin or color, and to adopt such reasonable rul es
and regul ations as nay be necessary to render the use of the
hospital of the greatest benefit to the greatest nunber; to
exclude fromthe use of the hospital all persons who wilfully
di sregard any of the rules and regul ations so established; to
extend the privileges and use of the hospital to persons
residing outside the area of the District upon such ternms and
conditions as the board of directors prescribes by its rules
and regul ations.

8. To police its property and to exercise police powers
in respect thereto or in respect to the enforcenent of any
rule or regulation provided by the ordinances of the District

and to enploy and conmssion police officers and other
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qualified persons to enforce the sane.

The wuse of any such hospital or hospital facility of a
District shall be subject to the reasonable regulation and
control of the District and upon such reasonable terns and
conditions as shall be established by its board of directors.

A regul atory ordinance of a District adopted wunder any
provision of this Section may provide for a suspension or
revocation of any rights or privileges wthin the control of
t he District for a violation of any such regulatory
or di nance.

Nothing in this Section or in other provisions of this
Act shall be construed to authorize the District or board to
establish or enforce any regulation or rule in respect to
hospitalization or in the operation or maintenance of such
hospital or any hospital facilities within its jurisdiction
which is in conflict wth any federal or state |aw or
regul ati on applicable to the sane subject matter.

9. To provide for the benefit of its enployees group
life, health, accident, hospital and nedical insurance, or
any conbi nati on of such types of insurance, and to further
provide for its enployees by the establishnment of a pension
or retirement plan or system to effectuate the establishnent
of any such insurance programor pension or retirenment plan
or system a Hospital District my nmake, enter into or
subscri be to agreenents, contracts, policies or plans wth
private insurance conpanies. Such insurance may include
provi sions for enployees who rely on treatnent by spiritual
means alone through prayer for healing in accord with the
tenets and practice of a well-recognized religious
denom nati on. The board of directors of a Hospital District
may provide for paynent by the District of a portion of the
premum or charge for such insurance or for a pension or
retirement plan for enployees wwth the enployee paying the

bal ance of such premiumor charge. |If the board of directors
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of a Hospital District undertakes a plan pursuant to which
the Hospital District pays a portion of such premum or
charge, the board shall provide for the w thholding and
deducting fromthe conpensation of such enpl oyees as consent
to joining such insurance program or pension or retirenment
pl an or system the balance of the prem um or charge for such
i nsurance or plan or system

| f the board of directors of a Hospital District does not
provide for a program or plan pursuant to which such District
pays a portion of the premium or charge for any group
i nsurance program or pension or retirenment plan or system
t he board may provide for the w thhol ding and deducting from
the conpensation of such enployees as consent thereto the
prem umor charge for any group Ilife, health, accident,
hospi t al and nedical insurance or for any pension or
retirenment plan or system

A Hospital D strict deducting from the conpensation of
its enployees for any group insurance program or pension or
retirement plan or system pursuant to this Section, my
agree to receive and nmay receive reinbursenent fromthe
i nsurance conpany for t he cost of wi t hhol di ng and
transferring such anount to the conpany.

10. Except as provided in Section 15.3, to sell at
public auction or by sealed bid and convey any real estate
held by the D strict which the board of directors, by
ordi nance adopted by at least 2/3rds of the nenbers of the
board then holding office, has determined to be no |onger
necessary or useful to, or for the best interests of, the
District.

An ordinance directing the sale of real estate shal
include the | egal description of the real estate, its present
use, a statenent that the property is no |onger necessary or
useful to, or for the best interests of, the District, the

terns and conditions of the sale, whether the sale is to be
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at public auction or sealed bid, and the date, tine, and
pl ace the property is to be sold at auction or sealed bids
opened.

Before meking a sale by virtue of the ordinance, the
board of directors shall cause notice of the proposal to sel
to be published once each week for 3 successive weeks in a
newspaper published, or, if none is published, having a
general circulation, in the district, the first publication
to be not Iless than 30 days before the day provided in the
notice for the public sale or opening of bids for the real
estate.

The notice of the proposal to sell shall include the sane
information included in the ordinance directing the sale and
shal | advertise for bids therefor. A sale of property by
public auction shall be held at the property to be sold at a
tinme and date determned by the board of directors. The
board of directors may accept the high bid or any other bid
determned to be in the best interests of the district by a
vote of 2/3rds of the board then holding office, but by a
majority vote of those holding office, they may reject any
and all bids.

The <chairman and secretary of the board of directors
shal | execute all docunments necessary for the conveyance of
such real property sold pursuant to the foregoing authority.

11. To establish and adm nister a program of |oans for
post secondary students pursuing degrees in accredited public
heal t h-rel ated educational progranms at public institutions of
hi gher educati on. If a student is awarded a |loan, the
individual shall agree to accept enployment wthin the
hospital district upon graduation fromthe public institution
of higher education. For the purposes of this Act, "public
institutions of higher education” neans the University of
I1linois; Southern [Illinois Uni versity; Chi cago State

University; Eastern Illinois University; GCGovernors State
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University; Illinois State University; Northeastern Illinois
University; Northern Illinois University, Wstern Illinois
University; the public community colleges of the State; and
any other public colleges, universities or community coll eges
now or hereafter established or authorized by the GCeneral
Assenbl y. The district's board of directors shall by
resolution provide for eligibility requirenents, awar d
criteria, terns of financing, duration of enploynent accepted
within the district and such other aspects of the |oan
program as its est abl i shnent and adm ni stration may
necessitate.

12. To establish and maintain congregate housing units;
to acquire land in fee sinple and | easehold interests in |and
for the | ocation, establishnment, mintenance, and devel opnment
of those housing wunits; to borrow funds and give debt
instrunments, real estate nortgages, and security interests in
personal property, contract rights, and general intangibles;
and to enter into any contract required for participation in
any federal or State prograns.

Sec. 21.2. The <corporate authorities of any Hospital

District nmay enter into installnent purchase and |ease

agreenents and issue debt certificates under subsection (b)

of Section 17 of the Local Governnent Debt Reform Act and may

issue and sell revenue bonds, payable from the revenue
derived fromthe operation of the hospital, for the purpose
of (1) ~constructing, reconstructing, repairing, renodeling,
extending, equipping, or inproving a hospital building,
buil dings, or facilities and acquiring a site or sites for a

hospital building, buildings, or facilities, (1.5) financing

operations and working cash, or (2) refunding any such

revenue bonds theretofore issued from tine to time when
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consi dered necessary or advantageous in the public interest.

These bonds shall be authorized by an ordinance w thout

subm ssion thereof to the electors of the Hospital District,

shall mature at such tine not to exceed 40 years fromthe
date of issue, and bear such rate of interest not to exceed
the greater of (i) the maxinmumrate authorized by the Bond
Aut hori zation Act, as anended at the tine of the naking of

the contract, or (ii) 9% per annum payable annually or

sem annual |y, as the corporate authorities nay determ ne, and
may be sold by the corporate authorities in such manner as
they deem best in the public interest. However, such bonds
shal |l be sold at such price that the interest cost of the
proceeds therefrom wll not exceed the greater of (i) the
maxi mum rate authorized by the Bond Authorization Act, as
anmended at the tinme of the making of the contract, or (ii) 9%
per annum if issued on or after the effective date of this
anendatory Act, based on the average maturity of such bonds
and conputed according to standard tables of bond values. No
menber of the Board or hospital adm nistration shall have any
personal economc interest in any bonds issued in accordance
with this Section.

The corporate authorities of any such Hospital D strict
availing itself of the provisions of this Section shall adopt
an ordinance describing in a general way the building,
buil dings, or facilities, or additions or extensions thereto,
to be constructed, reconstructed, repaired, r enodel ed,
ext ended, equipped or inproved, and the site or sites to be
acquired. Such ordinance shall set out the estimated cost of
such construction, reconstruction, repair, r enodel i ng,
extensi on, equi pnent, inprovenent or acquisition and fix the
anount of revenue bonds proposed to be issued, the naturity,
interest rate, and all details in respect thereof, including
any provision for redenption prior to maturity, wth or

W thout premum and upon such notice as may be provi ded by
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the ordinance. Such ordinance my also contain such
provi sions and covenants which shall be part of the contract
bet ween the Hospital District and the holders of such bonds
as may be considered necessary and advisable as to the
oper ati on, maintenance, and nmanagenent of the hospital or
hospitals, the establishnment and naintenance of sinking
funds, reserve funds, and other special funds, including
construction funds, the fixing and collection of rents, fees
and charges for the use of the facilities of the hospital or
hospitals sufficient to produce revenue adequate to nmaintain
such funds and to pay the bonds at maturity and accruing
interest thereon, the issuance thereafter of additional bonds
payable from the revenues derived from the hospital or
hospitals, the kind and anmount of insurance, including use
and occupancy insurance, if any, to be carried, the cost of
which shall be payable only fromthe revenues derived from
the hospital or hospitals and such other covenants deened
necessary or desirable to assure the successful operation and
mai nt enance of the hospital or hospitals and the pronpt
paynment of the principal of and interest upon the bonds so
aut hori zed.

Revenue bonds issued under this Section shall be signed
by the chairman and secretary of the Board or such other
officers as the Board nmay by ordinance direct to sign such
bonds, and shall be payable from revenue derived from the
operation of the hospital or hospitals. These bonds may not
in any event constitute an indebtedness of the Hospital
District wthin the neaning of any constitutional provision
or limtation. It shall be plainly witten or printed on the
face of each bond that the bond has been issued wunder the
provisions of this Section, that the bond, including the
interest thereon, is payable fromthe revenue pledged to the
paynment t her eof and that it does not constitute an

i ndebt edness or obligation of the Hospital District wthin
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the neaning of any constitutional or statutory limtation or
provi sion. No holder of any such revenue bond may conpel any
exercise of the taxing power of the Hospital District to pay
such bond or interest thereon.

The District may not issue any bonds under this Section
unl ess a public hearing, with adequate notice to the public,
is held prior to the issuance of the bonds. Notice of the
hearing giving the purpose, time and place of the hearing
shall be published at |east once, not nore than 30 nor |ess
than 15 days before the hearing, in one or nore newspapers
published in the district, and if there is none, in a
newspaper published in the county and havi ng gener al
circulation in the district.

Wth respect to instrunents for the paynent of noney
i ssued under this Section either before, on, or after the
effective date of this anendatory Act of 1989, it is and
al ways has been the intention of the GCeneral Assenbly (i)
t hat the Omibus Bond Acts are and always have been
suppl enmentary grants of power to issue instrunments in
accordance with the Omibus Bond Acts, regardless of any
provision of this Act that nmay appear to be or to have been
nore restrictive than those Acts, (ii) that the provisions of
this Section are not a Ilimtation on the supplenentary
authority granted by the Omi bus Bond Acts, and (iii) that
i nstrunents i ssued under this Section W t hin t he
suppl enmentary authority granted by the Omi bus Bond Acts are
not invalid because of any provision of this Act that may
appear to be or to have been nore restrictive than those
Acts.
